A parent
or other adult must accompany their children. Adults are responsible for any library materials
checked out. Children who come to pre-school library will be able to check out books and have
stories read to them. Books checked out are due in two weeks.
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Donations to the library are always welcome. They will be review before being placed
in the library to see if they adhere to the standards for material selection for our library.
